 Bearing Burners 

 Car Club 

 The “Bearing Burners” was  

 a car club formed by a 

 group of Syracuse High 

 School custom car and hot 

 rod enthusiasts in 1957. 

 Their sponsor was Don 

 Enyeart, Chief of Police in 

 Syracuse. They had meet- 

 ings in the “old fire station” 

 or “Hoopingarner garage” 

 two doors west of the 

 Pickwick Theater.  

Their logo was a “rail job dragster”. They had a 

license plate size plaque with the car club logo and 

name on it. They also had summer and winter 

jackets for wear. Summer jackets were white with 

the black and red logo on the back. Individual 

names were embroidered on jackets’ left front 

panel. Winter jackets were black.
